• Incomplete or incorrect applications WILL NOT BE CONSIDERED.

The Ponte Vedra Chapter Scholarship Committee will consider fully completed applications 
only. Incorrectly or partially completed applications will be discarded. No record or 
supporting documents will be returned.
